Services can include:

• Medical care with a focus on 
pain and symptom control

• Access to health care 
professional support 24 
hours/day x 7 

• Medical supplies and 
equipment as needed

• Counselling and social 
support available for the 
individual and family

• Guidance and support with 
issues about end of life

• A break (respite care) for 
caregivers who regularly 
care for the individual
